
 

 Beacon of hope: Gail defies jobless figures

GAIL Pringle is living proof nothing is  
impossible when there is a will to work �² even 
after 13 years out of the workforce.  
 
Ms Pringle, 44, of Kingston has defied the 
odds and found employment despite living in

The latest Federal Government  
unemployment figures (June 2009) show 
some areas of Logan spiked, reaching four 
times the state average. Woodridge and  
Kingston jumped above 17.5 per cent, the 
highest in southeast Queensland.  

 
Ms Pringle, who left her job as a childcare worker to raise a family, bucked the trend when 
she secured part -time work for the company Crisco. But with the Christmas rush over she

Ms Pringle secured her job through the not -for -profit agency Breakthru Employment  
Solutions at Woodridge and the company plans to spearhead a campaign to find 200 jobs in 
100 days.  
 
Woodridge employer engagement manager Patrick Cooper said about 1700 jobless were on 
the books, half of them job ready. He is urging local business to support the initiate to be 
launched next month.  
 
Logan Chamber of Commerce president Michael Franzmann said business leaders were  
tackling the jobless figures head on with initiatives such as an employment taskforce and a 
workforce skills forum.  
 
Mr Franzmann, who is also the operations manager at leading training provider The Maxima
