
Break Thru & Youth E mployment : New Get Set for Work projects 

 

New business in youth employment under óGet Set for Workô funded projects across three sites in 

Mount Isa, Charters Towers and Townsville has meant that Break Thru can now deliver regional 

Queensland with its brand of service, assisting more disengaged young people transition into 

employment and further education / training than ever before. 

 

Break Thru began its first Get Set for Work project in Townsville in March 2008 and since then 

funding from the Queensland Government Department of Employment, Economic Development and 

Innovation has increased almost five-fold. 

 

Five new staff have just joined Break Thru in Get Set for Work, beginning with a three-day orientation 

program at the Townsville office, ahead of the official contract start date of 25 March 2010. 

 

The final afternoon of the orientation included a visit to Herveyôs Range, just to the north-west of 

Townsville where 4,000 year old Aboriginal rock art can be seen at Turtle Rock.
